The Approved Veterinary Supervisor - Blood Sampling (AVS-BS) must evaluate the performance of the Approved Blood Sampler (ABS) between four and six months after the date of full authorisation. An on-farm assessment of the ABS blood sampling at least 20 cattle must be carried out, referring to OV73 Blood Sampling Audit - Minimum Requirements. The 20 blood samples can be collected from animals on more than one holding. If this is the case, a separate OV72 form must be completed for each holding.
This completed document must be added to the ABS’s training record prior to the six month deadline date along with a declaration from the AVS-BS completing the audit. Failure to do so will result in suspension or expiry of the ABS’s authorisation.
